He then introduced Bob
Peterson, retired Dell Executive and
Vice Chairman of the National Organi-
zation http://www.imagesforconserva-
tion.org/. The goal of the organization
is to provide events and incentives
that will raise public interest in nature
photography and encourage habitat
preservation on private lands, which
constitute 80% of the Western Hemi-
sphere. He presented images from
the Valley Land Fund Photo Contest.
He explained settings are designed
with photographers in mind.

Bob also showed photos of a blind he
is placing on his own land in the Texas
Hill Country on the Blanco River near
Luckenbach. Private landowners are
the key to conservation of nature. The
ICF Pro Tour is an invitational one-
month event. The other competitions
are open. They want to promote the
nature tourism industry. Photogra-
phers can win with a portfolio of 75
images. Over 94 ranches have ap-
plied to be part of the contest. Eric
Pronske, a member of the Hill Country
Advisory Board, helped the organiza-
tion with introductions to the LBJ family
members. He referred members to the
ICF website for contact information
about photo opportunities on several
ranches.

The meeting broke at 8:30 p.m. for
refreshments provided by Dan Macry
and Phil Charlton.

At 8:45 the group reconvened, and
Brian announced Saturday, April 8, a
yeld trip has been scheduled to Fred-
